Come, dove e con quanta potenza ancora non € dato di saperlo, ma siamo fiduciosi che la squadra
del ministro Gasparri elaborera una norma tale da consentire a tutti il massimo divertimento, e la
Ministero il massimo degli introiti, seppur lasciando una giusta differenziazione fra classi A e B.
Perché a meno di non eliminare anche la differenza di costo fra le due autorizzazioni, elevando la
“W” alle “ex-ordinarie”, una qualche differenza dovra per forza rimanere in vigore.

A questo punto, come sempre, in radio si ascoltano due correnti: quella dei liberali, che non
vorrebbero limitazioni alle bande e accetterebbero quelle alla potenza (difficilmente controllabili, lo
sappiamo...), e i conservatori, che vorrebbero relegare gli ex-speciali a una o due bande delle HF,
non di piu.

Del resto, considerato che tutti gli OM, la parte legislativa che regola la nostra attivita, la imparano
per la prova teorica, uguale per tutti, i nuoviradioamatori dovranno per forza nascere
